Manager, the estimated cost of replacement may be deducted from any monies due or to become 
due to the Contractor. 
 
D. Materials designated to be salvaged that are damaged, as determined by the Contract Manager, 
shall be segregated from undamaged material. After review of the damaged materials by the Contract 
Manager, all damaged materials that are rejected by the Contract Manager shall become the property 
of the Contractor and shall be disposed of as provided elsewhere in the Contract Documents. 
 
E. Materials to be salvaged that are damaged as a result of the Contractor’s operations shall be 
repaired by the Contractor, at the Contractor’s expense, to the satisfaction of the Contract Manager. 
Materials that are damaged beyond repair as a result of the Contractor’s operations shall be disposed 
of as provided elsewhere in the Contract Documents and replaced at the Contractor’s expense; or, at 
the discretion of the Contract Manager, the estimated cost of replacement may be deducted from any 
moneys due or to become due to the Contractor. 
 
F. Replacements for lost or damaged materials shall be of the same kind and of the same or better 
quality and condition as the lost or damaged materials were prior to their removal. Replacement 
materials should also be of the same size, color, weight etc. of the original materials. Matching or 
exceeding quality and condition alone may not permit the reuse of material. 
 
3.07 REPAIR OF DAMAGED SURFACES 
 
A. Patch or replace portions of existing surfaces, which are damaged, lifted, discolored, or showing 
other imperfections. 
 
B. Repair substrate prior to patching finish. 
 
3.08 FINISHES 
 
A. Finish surfaces as specified. 
 
B. Finish patches to produce uniform finish and texture over entire area. When finish cannot be 
matched, refinish entire surface to nearest Intersections. 
 
C. Unless otherwise specified or shown, subsurfaces shall be prepared as recommended by finish 
material manufacturers for project conditions for the proper application of new finishes.

1.02 RELATED SECTIONS 
 
A. Special Terms and Conditions for Construction Services, Article 11- Submittals, Substitutions and 
Materials 
 
B. Technical Specifications 
 
C. Integrated Project Delivery Team Scope of Services, Article 15 
 
1.03 QUALITY ASSURANCE/CONTROL OF INSTALLATION 
 
A. Monitor quality control over suppliers, manufacturers, Products, services, site conditions, and 
workmanship, to produce Work of specified quality. 
 
B. Comply fully with manufacturers' instructions, including each step in sequence. 
 
C. Should manufacturers' instructions conflict with the Contract Documents, request clarification 
from Architect before proceeding. 
 
D. Comply with specified standards as a minimum quality for the Work except when more stringent 
tolerances, codes, or specified requirements indicate higher standards or more precise workmanship. 
 
E. Perform work by persons qualified to produce workmanship of specified quality. 
 
F. Secure Products in place with positive anchorage devices designed and sized to withstand 
stresses, vibration, physical distortion or disfigurement. 
 
G. Contractor’s Line of Authority: Contractor shall provide one person who shall be both 
knowledgeable and responsible for all work to be performed on this project at all times during normal 
work hours. In Contractor’s absence, Contractor’s appointed representative shall be responsible for 
all directions given him and said directions shall be binding as if given to the Contractor. Contractor’s 
representative shall be responsible to coordinate all work to be performed. 
 
H. Shop and fieldwork shall be performed by mechanics skilled and experienced in the fabrication 
and installation of the work involved. All work on this project shall be done in accordance with the best 
practices of the various trades involved and in accordance with the drawings, approved shop 
drawings and these specifications. 
 
I. All work shall be erected and installed plumb, level, square and true and in proper alignment and 
relationship to the work of other trades. All finished work shall be free from defects. The Architect 
reserves the right to reject any materials and workmanship which are not considered to be up to the 
highest standards of the various trades involved. Such inferior material or workmanship shall be 
replaced by the Contractor at no additional cost to the Owner and without a time extension. 
 
J. All work shall be installed by a knowledgeable contractor and defined "certified to install" by the 
specified materials manufacturers. The specifications and recommendations of the manufacturer 
whose materials are used shall be strictly adhered to during the application or installation of materials. 
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K. Any additional work beyond that specified or illustrated, or any modification thereto, that is 
necessary for the furnishing of guarantee shall be provided by the Contractor without additional cost 
to the Owner. 

 
1.04  REFERENCES 
 
A. Conform to reference standards by date of issue current on date of the  Contract Documents. 
 
B. Should specified reference standards conflict with Contract Documents, request clarification from 
Architect before proceeding. 
 
C. The contractual relationship of the parties to the Contract shall not be altered from the Contract 
Documents by mention or inference otherwise in any reference document. 
 
D. The Contractor shall be responsible for being current and knowledgeable of all building codes 
involved for all trades under its direction. 
 
E. Provide all work and materials in full accordance with the California Building Standards Code 
(CBC), the State Fire Marshal, Safety Orders of the Division of Industrial Safety, the National Electric 
Code, the Uniform Building Code, Uniform Mechanical Code, Uniform Plumbing Code, and any other 
applicable laws or regulations. Nothing in these plans or specifications is to be construed to permit 
work not conforming to these Codes. 
 
1. F. Furnish without extra charge any additional material and labor required to comply with these 
Rules and Regulations. 
 
1.05  FIELD SAMPLES 
 

A. Install field samples at the site as required by individual specifications Sections 
for review. 

 
B. Acceptable samples represent a quality level for the Work. 

 
C. Where field sample is specified in Individual Sections to be removed, clear area 
after field sample has been accepted by Architect. 

 
1.06  MOCK-UP 
 

A. Assemble and erect specified items, with specified attachment and anchorage 
devices, flashings, seals, and finishes. 

 
B. Where mock-up is specified in Individual Sections to be removed, clear area after 
mock-up has been accepted by Architect. 

 
1.07  INSPECTION AND TESTING LABORATORY SERVICES  
 

A. Owner will appoint, employ, and pay for services of an independent firm 
approved by the IPD Team to perform inspection and testing. 

 
B. The Independent firm will perform inspections, tests, and other services specified 
in Individual specification Sections and as required by the Architect. 
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C. Reports will be submitted by the independent firm to the Architect, in duplicate, 
indicating observations and results of tests and indicating compliance or noncompliance 
with the Contract Documents. 

 
D. Cooperate with independent firm; furnish samples of materials, design mix, 
equipment, tools, storage and assistance as requested. 

 
1. Notify Architect and independent firm twenty-four (24) hours prior to expected time for 
operations requiring services. 
 
2. Make arrangements with independent firm and pay for additional samples and tests required 
for Contractors use. 
 

E. The special inspector shall perform inspection of all work to determine 
conformance with these Standards. 

 
1. Request for inspection must be made to the office of the special inspector a minimum of 
twenty-four (24) hours in advance of the time the inspection is desired. 
 
2. Underground work shall not be backfilled or covered until an inspection by the special 
inspector or its representative has been completed and the work approved.  Any work that is 
covered without inspection shall be uncovered at the Contractor’s expense so an inspection can 
be made. 
 
3. The Engineer shall have access to the work at all times and shall be furnished every 
reasonable facility for ascertaining that the work done, materials used and workmanship 
performed are in accordance with the requirements of these Standards. 
 
4. Inspection of the work shall not relieve the Contractor of any of its obligations to satisfactorily 
perform the work. 

 
F. Re-testing required because of non-conformance to specified requirements shall 
be performed by the same independent firm on instructions by the Architect. Payment for 
re-testing will be charged to the Contractor by deducting inspection or testing charges 
from the GMP. 

 
1.08 MANUFACTURERS' FIELD SERVICES AND REPORTS 
 

A. Submit qualifications of observer to Architect thirty (30) days in advance of 
required observations. 

 
B. When specified in individual specification Sections, require material or Product 
suppliers or manufacturers to provide qualified staff personnel to observe site conditions, 
conditions of surfaces and installation, quality of workmanship, start-up of equipment, 
test, adjust, and balance of equipment as applicable, and to initiate instructions when 
necessary. 

 
C. Individuals to report observations and site decisions or instructions given to 
applicators or installers that are supplemental or contrary to manufacturers' written 
instructions. 
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D. Submit report in duplicate within thirty (30) days of observation to Architect for 
review.

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Section 01500 - TEMPORARY FACILITIES AND CONTROLS 
 
PART 1 - GENERAL  
 
SECTION 1.01 WORK INCLUDED 
 
Temporary Facilities and controls required for this Work include, but are not necessarily limited to: 

 
1. Temporary water, power, light, and heat. 
2. Field office and associated telephone and utilities. 
3. Temporary weather protection. 
4. Parking and storage areas. 
5. Site fencing and security. 
6. Sanitary facilities. 
7. Dewatering. 
8. Storm Water Run-Off Plan Compliance 
9. Final and course of construction cleanup and removal of debris. 

 
SECTION 1.02  TEMPORARY UTILITIES  
 
General:  Charges for the use of utility services other than those associated with individual field 
offices or planned electrical service interruptions will be paid for by the Owner. Contractor shall 
provide temporary heating, or ventilating, or cooling when permanent services are interrupted due to 
performance of the Work. Any planned interruption of permanent services, facilities, or operations 
must be coordinated with the Contract Manager. 
 
Temporary Power: 
Contractor shall construct all temporary power facilities required to complete the Work and maintain in 
accordance with Division of Industrial Safety "Electrical Safety Orders" (ESO), Public Utilities 
Commission "Rules of Overhead Line Construction" (G.O. 95), and CAL-OSHA. Materials, devices 
and equipment used for these facilities shall be in good and safe condition but need not be new.  
Contractor is responsible for the removal of the temporary power. Existing site electric outlets may be 
utilized, if permitted by the Owner and authorized by the Contract Manager. Any additional power 
required shall be provided and paid for by the Contractor. 
 
Temporary Lighting: 
Contractor shall provide, maintain, and remove temporary lighting necessary to complete the Work.  
 
Temporary Heat: 
Contractor shall provide, maintain, and remove temporary heat necessary to complete the Work. 
 
Temporary Cooling: 
Contractor shall provide, maintain, and remove temporary cooling necessary to complete the Work. 
 
Temporary Water: 
Contractor shall provide sufficient hose to carry water to every required part of construction and allow 
use of water facilities to subcontractors engaged in the Work.  Contractor is also responsible for the 
removal of the temporary water. Existing site water outlets may be utilized. Any additional water 
required shall be provided by the Contractor. 
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Temporary Telephone: 
Contractor shall provide its own telephone system. Use of Owner telephones will not be allowed. 
 
Temporary Fire Protection: 
Contractor shall provide and maintain fire extinguishers and first aid kits in accordance with   OSHA 
requirements to be used in the event of an emergency. 
 
Temporary Weather Protection: 
Contractor shall provide and maintain protection measures to ensure that damage(s) will not occur to 
Owner’s property during course of construction. 
 
Temporary Dewatering: 
Contractor shall provide and maintain a dewatering system as required to perform the Work. This 
temporary dewatering system may, and should, be reviewed by the Architect and/or Contract 
Manager. 
 
SECTION 1.03  FIELD OFFICE/STORAGE CONTAINERS 

 
The Contractor shall provide a temporary field office(s) of sufficient size to accommodate its own 
personnel and shall provide storage container(s). Locate field office(s)/storage container(s) as 
directed by Contract Manager. Upon completion of Work, Contractor shall remove any and all 
temporary field office(s) and storage container(s). 
 
SECTION 1.04  PARKING OF VEHICLES 
 
Contractor shall assume all responsibility for job site vehicle parking of its and its subcontractor's 
vehicles.  Locations of parking shall be as directed by the Contract Manager. 
 
SECTION 1.05 STORAGE AND LAYDOWN AREAS 
 
The Contract Manager will coordinate use of available laydown areas. 
Only areas designated by Contract Manager can be used by Contractor.  Contractor is responsible for 
providing its own fenced storage facilities (trailers or cargo containers). 
 
SECTION 1.06  TEMPORARY SITE FENCING AND SECURITY 
 
Contractor shall provide and maintain temporary fencing surrounding the buildings and/or rooms 
under construction, and staging areas.  Set-up/relocation of temporary fencing shall be included for 
each phase of work as shown on the Construction Schedule. Contractor is responsible for the 
security of all equipment, material, and completed construction items.  Contractor is also responsible 
for securing any breeches to existing security system/building caused by its Work.  Temporary 
measures may include watchman, temporary doors, temporary alarm, etc. 
 
SECTION 1.07  SANITARY FACILITIES 
 
Contractor shall provide sanitary toilet facilities for use of all Workers employed on Project, in 
accordance with State and Local health departments. Use of Owner toilet facilities will not be allowed. 
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SECTION 1.08  CLEANUP AND REMOVAL OF DEBRIS 
 
Contractor shall assume all responsibility for cleanup and removal of debris created by the Work on a 
daily basis.  No community dumpsters will be provided.  In the event unidentifiable job site clutter or 
debris becomes a problem, at Contract Manager's request, Contractor shall provide sufficient labor to 
be directed by Contract Manager's personnel in a group cleanup effort.  If Contractor’s clean-up is 
found to be deficient, the Owner may backcharge the Contractor for clean-up and/or withhold 
Progress Payments as determined appropriate by the Owner.   
 
SECTION 1.09  TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION, EQUIPMENT AND PROTECTION 
 
Contractor shall provide, maintain and remove upon completion of Work, all temporary rigging, 
scaffolding, hoisting equipment, rubbish chutes, ladders, barricades, lights and all other protective 
structures or devices necessary for safety of Workers and public property as required to complete the 
Work. 
 
Safety: Contractor is responsible for the complete safety of Owner personnel and the general public 
at all times. 
 
Walkways and barricades:  If Contractor's Work interferes with pedestrian traffic, provide pedestrian 
walkway protection conforming to City standards and CAL OSHA requirements. 
 
Access:  Contractor is responsible to maintain access to the buildings at all times. Temporary covered 
walkways and/or barricades may be required. 
 
Protection:  Contractor must protect all Workers and equipment from power lines by maintaining safe 
distances and by providing protective devices where and as required by Industrial Safety Commission 
and CAL-OSHA. 
 
Temporary construction and equipment:  All temporary construction and equipment shall conform to 
all regulations, ordinances, laws and other requirements of State and any other authorities having 
jurisdiction (including insurance companies), with regards to safety precautions, operations and fire 
hazards.

Contractor shall implement, provide and maintain an erosion control and storm water pollution 
prevention plan in accordance with all local agencies having jurisdiction.

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Section 01742 – FINAL CLEANING 
 
PART 1 - GENERAL 
 
1.01 SUMMARY 
 
Contractor is responsible for daily cleanup and a final cleaning prior to occupancy and prior to 
acceptance of the Project by the Owner.  This section only addresses the final cleaning required prior 
to punch listing and occupancy. 

 
1.02 CLEANING PROGRAM: 
 
B. The cleaning program shall include all construction areas and surrounding areas affected by the 
construction including site, exteriors of buildings/structures, roofs and interior of buildings. 
 
C. The areas to be cleaned shall be turned over to the Owner in a "move-in" condition. 
 
D. All areas shall be free of all construction materials, dust, debris, markings and dirt. 
 
E. All surfaces shall be washed, cleaned and cleared of markings. 
 
F. All new fixtures shall be cleaned, sanitized and ready for use. 
 
G. All new hard surface floors will be stripped and waxed. 
 
PART 2 – PROJECT CONDITIONS 

 
2.01 Comply fully with Federal and local environmental and antipollution regulations. 

 
A. Do not dispose of volatile wastes, such as mineral spirits, oil, or paint thinner, in storm or sanitary 
drains. 
 
B. Burning or burying of debris, rubbish, or other waste material on the premises is not permitted. 
 
PART 3 – MATERIAL AND METHODS 

 
3.01 Use cleaning materials and methods which will not create hazards to health or property or 
cause damage to products and which are recommended by manufacturers of products to be cleaned. 

 
PART 4 – FINAL CLEANING 

 
4.01 General: Provide final cleaning operations.  Employ experienced workers or professional 
cleaners for final cleaning.  Clean each surface or unit of Work to the condition expected from a 
commercial building cleaning and maintenance program.  Comply with manufacturer's instructions. 

 
4.02 Complete the following cleaning operations before requesting inspection for certification of 
Substantial Completion for the entire Project or a portion of the Project. 

 
A. Clean the Project Site, yard and grounds, in areas disturbed by construction activities, including 
landscape development areas, of rubbish, waste material, litter, and foreign substances. 
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B. Sweep paved areas broom clean.  Rake grounds that are neither planted nor paved to a smooth, 
even-textured surface. 
 
C. Remove petrochemical spills, stains, and other foreign deposits. 
 
D. Remove tools, construction equipment, machinery, and surplus material from the site. 
 
E. Clean exposed exterior and interior hard-surfaced finishes to a dirt-free condition, free of stains, 
films, and similar foreign substances.  Avoid disturbing natural weathering of exterior surfaces.  
Restore reflective surfaces to their original condition. 
 
F. All walls not newly painted shall be washed to clean readily removable dirt, markings, dust, and 
grime. 
 
G. Remove debris and surface dust from limited access spaces, including roofs, attics and similar 
spaces. 
 
H. New carpeted areas shall be thoroughly vacuumed, including edges.  Any spotting during 
construction shall be removed.  Existing carpeted areas shall be thoroughly shampooed. 
 
I. Clean transparent materials, including mirrors and glass in doors and windows.  Remove glazing 
compounds and other substances that are noticeable vision obscuring materials.  Replace chipped or 
broken glass and other damaged transparent materials.  Polish mirrors and glass, taking care not to 
scratch surfaces.  Clean interior and exterior of all windows. 
 
J. Clean all Toilet Rooms thoroughly and sanitized.  All wall surfaces shall be free of grime, dirt, 
dust, markings and graffiti.  All mirrors, fixtures, and partitions will be cleaned free of dirt and 
markings. 
 
K. Scrub and seal all ceramic and terrazzo floors and walls. 
 
L. Remove labels that are not permanent labels. 
 
M. Touch up and otherwise repair and restore marred, exposed finishes and surfaces.  Replace 
finishes and surfaces that cannot be satisfactorily repaired or restored or that already show evidence 
of repair or restoration. 
 
N. Wipe surfaces of mechanical and electrical equipment, elevator equipment, and similar 
equipment.  Remove excess lubrication, paint and mortar droppings, and other foreign substances. 
 
O. Clean plumbing fixtures to a sanitary condition, free of stains, including stains resulting from 
water exposure. 
 
P. Replace disposable air filters and clean permanent air filters.  Clean all exposed surfaces of 
diffusers, registers, and grilles. 
 
Q. Clean ducts, blowers, and coils if units were operated without filters during construction. 
 
R. Clean light fixtures, lamps, globes, and reflectors to function with full efficiency.  Replace burned 
out bulbs; defective and noisy starters in fluorescent fixtures, and defective dimming switches. 
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S. Leave the Project clean and ready for occupancy. 
 

4.03 Removal of Protection:  Remove temporary protection and facilities installed during 
construction to protect previously completed installations during the remainder of the construction 
period.  Repair any damage from removal. 

 
4.04 Compliances:  Comply with governing regulations and safety standards for cleaning 
operations.  Remove waste materials from the site and dispose of lawfully. 

 
A. Where extra materials of value remain after completion of associated Work, they become the 
Owner's property.  Dispose of these materials as directed by the Owner.

MANDATORY 
DISABLED VETERAN BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION 

 
Instructions 
 
The State of California recognizes disabled veterans for their service by establishing the Disabled 
Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) Participation Program.  The program is intended to further 
veteran’s participation in state contracting, promote competition and encourage greater economic 
opportunity. 
 
Military and Veterans Code, section 999.2 et. seq. requires the California State Lottery (Lottery) to 
attain a DVBE goal of three percent (3%) per year.  The goal applies to the Contractor’s total yearly 
dollar amount expenditure. Departments have the discretion to include the participation within 
individual contracts. 
 
The Lottery has set the DVBE requirement at 5% for this agreement.  The Contractor may meet this 
requirement by contracting with DVBE subcontractors or by qualifying as a DVBE.

The Lottery will assess whether the Contractor has met the 5% requirement by comparing 
the Contractor’s stated DVBE percentage from its Subcontractor Form(s) to the Contractor’s 
proposed GMP.  The Contractor may also meet the DVBE requirement by documenting that they 
have made a Good Faith Effort (as described below). 
 
A DVBE may also qualify as a small business if it independently meets the Lottery Small Business 
Participation Program requirements. 
 
All Good Faith Effort steps as listed below (a through d) are mandatory.   
 
a. Contact state (Department of General Services’ Website, www.dgs.ca.gov), or the Lottery’s 

Contract and Procurement Services Section or federal agencies or DVBE organizations, etc., to 
identify and recruit DVBEs.   

 
b.  The Contractor must publish two (2) ads: one (1) each in a trade paper or publication and one (1) 

in a focus DVBE paper or publication, unless the trade paper or publication is a dual purpose 
fulfilling both trade and focus requirements (in which case one (1) ad is acceptable). 

 
c Document that invitations to bid were submitted to potential DVBE Contractors and that the 

DVBEs were contacted (attach list of contacts and/or attempted contacts made).  
 
d. Identify any responding DVBE(s) by filling out the appropriate DVBE attachments to reflect the 

percentage of DVBE participation achieved. 
 
To be eligible for certification as a Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise, the Contractor’s business: 
 
• Must be at least 51% owned by one or more disabled veterans;

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• Daily business operations must be managed and controlled by one of more disabled veterans [the 
disabled veteran(s) who manages and controls the business is not required to be the disabled 
veteran business owner(s)], and, 
 

• Home office shall be located in the U.S. (the home office cannot be a branch or subsidiary of a 
foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign-based business). 
 

• For certification purposes, a “disabled veteran” is: A veteran of the U.S. military, naval, or air 
service; has a service-connected disability of at least 10% or more; and shall be a California 
resident. 

 
DVBE firms or subcontractors must currently be certified (or document that certification is pending) by 
the Department of General Services.  The Contractor must provide a copy of the certification and the 
attached Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise forms.   Contact the Department of General Services 
DVBE with certification process questions, or visit the DGS Website at www.dgs.ca.gov.  
 
The Contractor must provide periodic DVBE reports to the Lottery’s Contract and Procurement 
Services Section.

The Contractor 
hereby agrees to repair or replace any and all Work, together with any adjacent Work which may 
have been damaged or displaced in so doing, that may prove to be not in accordance with the 
requirements of the Contract Documents or that may be defective in its workmanship or materials 
within the guarantee period specified, without any expense whatsoever to the Owner, ordinary wear 
and tear and unusual abuse and neglect only excepted. The Contractor has provided contract bonds, 
which will remain in full force and effect during the guarantee period. 
 
 The Contractor further agrees that within ten (10) calendar days after being notified in writing 
by the Owner of any Work not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents or any 
defects in the Work, it will commence and prosecute with due diligence all Work necessary to fulfill 
the terms of this guarantee, and to complete the Work within a period of time stipulated in writing.

INCOMPATIBLE ACTIVITIES AND  
ETHICAL CONDUCT STANDARDS 

 
GENERAL DISCUSSION 
 
To maintain public confidence in the Lottery and the games, it is essential that employees 
conduct themselves and the business of the Lottery with honesty, integrity and impartiality.  
Employees must take care to avoid conflicts of interest or even the appearance of conflicts of 
interest by observing the rules of ethical conduct contained herein.  Failure to conform to the 
standards set forth below may result in such disciplinary measures as the situation may 
warrant, including informal or formal reprimand, removal from office or termination of 
employment.  This includes all civil service and exempt employees covered by the Lottery Act 
and includes contract employees. 
 
In addition, due to the particularly sensitive nature of the Lottery and the intense public 
scrutiny, which the Lottery receives, and under the authority provided to the Lottery Director by 
the Lottery Act, some special procedures have been established for Lottery employees. 
 
DEFINITIONS 
 
 1. Employee - Includes civil service, temporary, emergency, limited term, seasonal and 

exempt employees covered by the Lottery Act.  Includes those persons employed under 
the terms of a Personal Services Contract, who are subject to all of the terms of that 
contract and the contract employment approval process. 

 
 2. Person - Includes individuals, firms, corporations, partnerships, associations, other 

governmental bodies or their agents and representatives. 
 
 3. Memorandum of Understanding Provisions - Written agreement between state and a 

labor organization usually for a definite term, defining conditions of employment. 
 
POLICY GUIDELINES 
 
 1. It is the policy of the Lottery to inform its employees of activities, which are incompatible 

with their employment and standards for their ethical conduct as Lottery employees. 
 
 2. Managers and supervisors are responsible for assuring that their subordinates are 

informed of these policies and standards.  New employees are to be made aware that in 
accepting employment they consent to these policies and standards. 

 
 3. Employee questions concerning whether a contemplated activity is prohibited or in 

compliance with this statement should be directed on a confidential basis to employee's 
immediate supervisor or the Personnel Officer. 

 
 4. It is the policy of the Lottery that individuals convicted of any felony, any gambling-related 

offense (felony or misdemeanor), or any misdemeanor involving moral turpitude, 
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dishonesty or integrity shall not be employed, appointed, or retained by the Lottery.  
Exceptions to this policy pertaining to misdemeanor convictions (not related to gambling 
offenses) may be granted by the Lottery Director or Chief Deputy Director based on the 
circumstances, on a case by case basis. 

 
 5. Employees may be subject to disciplinary action for violations of the policies and 

standards contained in the Incompatible Activities Policy Statement (Government Code 
Sections 19570-19588).  An employee may appeal a determination of incompatibility 
through the third level of review, pursuant to the employee grievance procedure. 

 
 6. Employees may request exceptions to the Incompatible Activities Policy Statement where 

Memorandum of Understanding provisions apply.  A request for exception should be 
submitted, in writing, to the employee's immediate supervisor. 

 
 7. This statement and subsequent revisions will be implemented by notifying employees of 

the proposed statement and subsequent changes, in writing, for a period of at least 30 
days prior to implementation. 

 
STANDARDS OF CONDUCT 
 
Pursuant to the provisions of Government Code Section 19990, and the approval of the 
Department of Personnel Administration, the Lottery has determined that the following 
activities are inconsistent, incompatible or in conflict with the duties, functions or 
responsibilities of its employees. 
 
 1. No employee shall use the prestige or influence of the State or the Lottery for the 

employee's private gain or advantage, or the private gain or advantage of another. 
 
 2. No employee shall use State time, facilities, equipment or supplies for private gain or 

advantage. 
 
 3. No employee shall use confidential information available by virtue of State employment 

for private gain or advantage or provide confidential information to persons to whom 
issuance of such information has not been authorized. 

 
 4. No employee shall receive or accept money or any other consideration from anyone other 

than the State for the performance of his/her duties as a Lottery employee or contract 
employee.  This provision does not preclude accepting a meal in return for representing 
the Lottery at a conference, event, or sponsorship, or as a guest speaker. 

 
 5. No employee shall participate in any outside activity knowing that the activity may later be 

subject, directly or indirectly, to the control, inspection, review, audit or enforcement by 
the employee in the course of his/her duties at the Lottery. 

 
 6. Except as provided below, no employee shall directly or indirectly solicit, receive or pass 

on to other persons any gift, money, service, gratuity, favor, meal, entertainment, loan or 
any other thing of value with a fair market value of $25 or more, regardless of whether the 
employee reciprocates with a like gift, from anyone who is doing or seeking to do 
business of any kind with the Lottery, or whose activities are regulated or controlled by 
the Lottery if the gift, money, service, gratuity, favor, meal, entertainment, loan or any 
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other thing of value may appear to be solicited, received or passed on to another wholly 
or partially because of the employee's employment with the Lottery. 

 
Exceptions to Item 6: 
 
 1. Employees may accept items having a value of more than $25 with the approval of the 

Lottery Director. 
 
 2. When attending a conference, convention, seminar or training meeting (conferences), 

employees may accept the following without regard to the value: 
 
 a. Promotional items which are generally available to all attendees. 
 
 b. Food, beverages and entertainment provided in hospitality suites which are generally 

open to all attendees. 
 
 c. Meals provided by conference hosts, agencies, or prospective agencies or their 

representatives which are generally available to attendees.  For example, the meal 
might be considered generally available when those invited to the meal represent a 
number of different entities (lotteries, governmental organizations, companies, etc.). 

 
 The purpose of allowing exceptions for conference attendance is to allow open exchange 

of information.  If an employee perceives that an invitation is extended with the specific 
intent to influence him/her, the employee should decline.  Employees are expected to 
maintain honesty and integrity when deciding to accept or decline food, beverages and 
entertainment as part of a conference setting.  (Note:  When a meal is provided as part of 
a conference, the employee may not claim that meal as a subsistence expense.) 

 
 3. No employee or contract employee shall engage in outside employment as defined below 

without advising his/her manager/supervisor of such employment before starting outside 
employment.  General prohibitions on outside employment to be enforced by the 
supervisor include: 

 
 a. Engaging in any employment outside State service, or outside the scope of the 

contract with the Lottery, compensated or not, which causes either physical or 
mental fatigue that results in less efficient performance of the employee's or contract 
employee's State or contract duties. 

 
 b. Accepting money, gifts, compensation or consideration in any form for service as an 

official or in any policy-making capacity in a nonprofit or volunteer organization which 
is involved in any way with Lottery operations within the employee's or contract 
employee's jurisdiction. 

 
 c. Accepting money, gifts, compensation or consideration in any form from a person 

other than the State for performing a duty which the employee, contract employee, 
or the Lottery would be expected to perform in the course of State or contract 
business. 
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 d. Performing an act in other than the capacity as a State employee or contract 
employee knowing that such act may later be subject, directly or indirectly, to the 
employee's or contract employee's control, inspection, review, audit or enforcement. 

 
 e. Engaging in any non-State business which is otherwise clearly inconsistent, 

incompatible, in conflict with or inimical to his or her duties as a State employee or a 
contract employee. 

 
 4. Each employee who is in a position to influence Lottery decisions about a supplier of 

goods or services to the Lottery and who has a personal relationship with the supplier, 
shall immediately notify his/her supervisor of the name of the supplier and the 
relationship.  "Personal relationship" means spouse, child, parent, sibling, household 
member, "significant other", business associate or personal friend.  A "personal friend" is 
defined as any person with whom the employee is acquainted who can influence the 
employee to the extent of creating a conflict-of-interest situation or giving the appearance 
that a conflict-of-interest situation exists. 

 
 5. Subject to any other laws, rules, or regulations as pertain hereto, an employee shall 

devote his/her full time, attention, and efforts to his/her Lottery employment during his/her 
hours of duty as a Lottery employee. 

 
POLITICAL ACTIVITIES 
 
The law provides guidelines for employees to follow with regard to political activities.  
Essentially, Government Code Sections 3201-3209 provide: 
 
 1. Except as otherwise provided under Government Code Sections 3201-3209, no 

restriction shall be placed on the political activities of an employee. 
 
 2. No employee may knowingly solicit or receive any kind of political contribution from State 

employees or persons on employment lists.  However, this limitation does not prohibit an 
employee from communicating through the mail or by other means requests for political 
contributions to a significant segment of the public which may include State employees. 

 
 3. No employee may use any official authority to influence or to coerce the vote or political 

action of any State employee or persons on an employment list.  This limitation applies to 
urging or discouraging an individual's action. 

 
 4. An employee may solicit or receive political contributions to promote or defeat a ballot 

measure which affects rates of payment, hours of work, retirement, civil service or other 
working conditions of State employees.  However, such activity is prohibited during 
working hours. 

 
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS 
 1. The Lottery Act requires that the Director shall act, in all decisions, to promote and ensure 

integrity, security, honesty and fairness of the operation and administration of the Lottery.  
Under this authority, the Lottery Director, or designee, may evaluate the information on 
outside employment or current or prior relationships to determine whether there is or may 
be a conflict with official duties and the steps that are required to eliminate the conflict. 
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 2. Employees are advised that the Lottery Act provides that:  "A ticket or share shall not be 
purchased by and a prize shall not be paid to a member of the commission, any officer or 
employee of the commission, any officer or employee of the Controller who is designated 
in writing by the Controller as having possible access to confidential lottery information, 
programs, or systems, or any spouse, child, brother, sister, or parent of that person who 
resides within the same household of the person."  This provision of the Act does not 
apply to "in-law" or "step" relationships (e.g., stepparent, stepchild, mother-in-law, etc.).  It 
does apply to legal adoptive relationships. 

 3. This statement and the specific activities set forth herein shall not be construed as the 
sole provisions of law or administrative rules that must be observed by the employees of 
the Lottery.  The Lottery Director or the Commission may specify additional prohibited 
activities generally or for designated individuals by an order directed to the individual or 
persons to whom it applies. 

 
EXCEPTIONS TO POLICY 
 
Employees may request exceptions to this Incompatible Activity Policy Statement where 
Memorandum of Understanding provisions apply.  A request for exception should be 
submitted, in writing, to the employee's immediate supervisor. 
 
APPEAL PROCESS 
 
 1. A determination by the employee's supervisor that an activity is in conflict with the 

employee's duties or responsibilities may be appealed through the third level of the 
grievance procedure as provided below.  The decision of the Lottery Director shall be 
final. 

 2. An employee may appeal a determination of incompatibility under this policy through the 
employee grievance procedure.  However, in all cases the final level of review in the 
process shall be the Lottery Director or his/her designee. 

 
QUESTIONS/MAINTENANCE 
Questions regarding this policy should be directed to the Personnel Office.  The Personnel 
Office is responsible for maintaining this policy.

CALIFORNIA LOTTERY ACT 
Government Code, Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 12.5 

 
Section 8880.57. Disclosures 
 
In  order to allow an evaluation of the competence, integrity, and character of potential Lottery 
Contractors for the California State Lottery, any person, corporation, trust, association, partnership, or 
joint venture that submits a bid, proposal, or offer as part of procurement for a contract for any goods 
or services for the California State Lottery, other than materials, supplies, services, and equipment 
which are common to the ordinary operations of state agencies, shall comply with each of the 
following: 
 
(a)  Responders, as required by the Lottery, shall disclose the Responder's name and address and, 

as applicable, the name and address of the following: 
 

   (1)  If the Responder is a corporation, the officers, directors, and each owner, directly or indirectly, 
of any equity security or other ownership interest in the corporation.  However, in the case of 
owners of publicly held equity securities of a publicly traded corporation, only the names and 
addresses of those known to the corporation to beneficially own 5 percent or more of the 
publicly held securities need be disclosed. 

   
(2) If the Responder is a trust, the trustee and all persons entitled to receive income or benefit 

from the trust. 
   

(3) If the Responder is an association, the members, officers, and directors. 
   

(4) If the Responder is a subsidiary, the officers, directors, and stockholders of the parent 
company thereof.  However, in the case of owners of publicly held equity securities of a 
publicly traded corporation, only the names and addresses of those known to the corporation 
to beneficially own 5 percent or more of the publicly held securities need be disclosed. 

    
(5) If the Responder is a partnership or joint venture, all of the general partners, limited partners, 

or joint venturers. 
   

(6) If the parent company, general partner, limited partner, or joint venturer of any Responder is 
itself a corporation, trust, association, subsidiary, partnership, or joint venture, then the 
disclosure of information needed to determine ultimate ownership. However, in the case of 
owners of publicly held equity securities of a publicly traded corporation, only the names and 
addresses of those known to the corporation to beneficially own 5 percent or more of the 
publicly held securities need be disclosed. 

   
(7) If the Responder proposes to subcontract any substantial portion of the work to be performed 

to a subcontractor, then all of the information required in this section shall be disclosed for the 
subcontractor as if it were itself a Responder. 

 
(b) After receipt of a bid, proposal, or offer, but prior to the award of a contract, the Commission may 

require a potential Lottery Contractor to provide any or all of the following information: 
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(1)  A disclosure of all the states and jurisdictions in which the Responder does business, and the 
nature of that business for each state or jurisdiction. 

 
(2)  A disclosure of all the states and jurisdictions in which the Responder has contracts to supply 

gaming goods or services, including, but not limited to, lottery goods and services, and the 
nature of the goods or services involved for each state or jurisdiction. 

   
 (3)  A disclosure of all the states and jurisdictions in which the Responder has applied for, has 

sought renewal of, has received, has been denied, has pending, or has had revoked a gaming 
license of any kind, and the disposition in each state or jurisdiction.  If any gaming license has 
not been renewed or any gaming license application has been either denied or has remained 
pending for more than six months, all of the facts and circumstances underlying this failure to 
receive a gaming license shall be disclosed. 

    
(4)  A disclosure of the details of any conviction or judgment of a state or federal court against the 

Responder of any gambling-related offense, or criminal offense other than traffic violations. 
    
(5)  A disclosure of the details of any bankruptcy, insolvency, or reorganization, or any judgment 

or pending litigation involving fraud or deceit against the Responder. 
    
(6) A disclosure for each Responder of the employment, residence, educational, and military 

history since the age of 18 years of any of its owners, directors, members, officers, 
employees, or agents identified by the Lottery. 

   
(7) A disclosure consolidating all reportable information on all reportable contributions by the 

Responder to any local, state, or federal political candidate or political committee in this state 
for the past five years that is reportable under any existing state or federal law. 

    
(8) A disclosure of the identity of any entity with which the Responder has a joint venture or other 

contractual arrangement to supply any state or jurisdiction with gaming goods or services, 
including, but not limited to, lottery goods or services; including a disclosure with regard to the 
entity of all of the information requested under paragraphs (1) to (8), inclusive. 

   
(9) In the instance of a procurement for the printing of lottery tickets, for goods or services 

involving the receiving or recording of number selections, or for goods or services involving 
the determination of winners, an additional disclosure consisting of the individual federal and 
state income tax returns for the past three years and a current individual financial statement 
for each Responder and any of the Responder's owners, directors, members, officers, 
employees, or agents identified by the Lottery.  The disclosures provided in this paragraph 
shall be considered confidential and shall be transmitted directly to the Deputy Director for 
Security and the Attorney General for their review. 

    
(10) Any additional disclosures and information as may be appropriate for the procurement 

involved as determined by the Commission. 
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(c) With respect to the persons or entities described in paragraphs (1) to (7), inclusive, of subdivision 

(a), the Commission may request the disclosure of any information required in subdivision (b), 
which shall be relevant to the award of any contract. 

 
(d) No contract with any Responder who has not complied with the disclosure requirements described 

in this section shall be entered into or be enforceable.  Any contract with any lottery contractor 
who does not comply with these requirements for maintaining the currency of the disclosures 
during the term of the contract as may be specified in the contract may be terminated by the 
Commission.  In addition, the Commission may deny or cancel a contract with a lottery contractor 
or any of the persons or entities included in paragraphs (1) to (7), inclusive, of subdivision (a) if 
any of the following apply: 
   
(1) False statements have been made in any information which is required under this section. 
 
(2) Any of the persons or entities have been convicted of a crime punishable as a felony. 
   
(3) Any of the persons or entities have been convicted of an offense involving dishonesty or any 

gambling-related offense. 
    
(e) This section shall be construed broadly and liberally to achieve the end of full disclosure of all 

information necessary to allow for a full and complete evaluation of the competence, integrity, and 
character of potential suppliers of the California State Lottery Commission.

SUBCONTRACT COMPETITIVE BIDDING GUIDELINES 

 
These guidelines are intended to be used by the Contractor in conjunction with Exhibit A, Scope of 
Services for any subcontracted work, valued for $100,000 or greater, for goods or services that were 
not identified at the time of award of the prime contract.  
 
1. For the procurement of services and/or goods where it is commonly known that more than one 

vendor could provide the services and/or goods, following the Lottery's prior approval, the 
Contractor will solicit proposals from 1) a minimum of five (5) vendors, two (2) of which were 
identified as part of their Small Business Participation, if applicable, or 2) a minimum of three 
Responders which were identified as part of their Small Business Participation, if applicable, 
unless the procurement otherwise falls within the scope of paragraph 3 below. 

 
2. Written solicitations, when used, shall include the name and telephone number of the Contractor’s 

contact person and shall also include, but not be limited to, the following: 
 

a. A statement that the Contractor is an agent of the Lottery and that the Contractor is procuring 
the services and/or goods on behalf of the Lottery. 

 
b. A description of the services and/or goods which are being sought and identify, including 

specifications of any service and/or goods. 
 
c. Response deadline date, project timeline including delivery rate, and other critical dates. 
 
d. Any other information specific to the solicitation. 
 

3. When it has been determined that a single source or only two vendors can provide the services 
and goods sought, Contractor shall notify the Lottery and provide written justification, attached as 
back-up to the project estimate.  The justification will include sufficient detail to support and justify 
contracting with the vendor, including the name of the vendor(s) contacted and other information 
justifying the single source.  The Lottery shall make the final decision under this paragraph prior to 
award by the Contractor. 

 
4. For all subcontracted work with a total cost of $100,000.00 or more, Contractor shall submit to the 

Lottery a copy of all bids received for the solicitation and the written justification (if any) along with 
its written project estimate. 

 
5. The use of any vendor other than the Responder with the lowest cost shall be justified in writing 

and attached to the project estimate.  The Lottery’s estimate approval shall constitute approval of 
the selected vendor.  

 
6. Bids not received in writing shall be recorded by Contractor and submitted to the Lottery in the 

same manner as written bids.  Bid records must include, but not be limited to, the following: 
 

a. Vendor’s name, address, and contact person; 
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b. Name of person obtaining the bid; 
 
c. Price per unit of service or goods; 
 
d. Ability to meet project timelines, including vendor’s estimated delivery dates for this particular 

project; 
 
e. Any other information pertinent to the solicitation. 

 
7. No work shall be performed by the subcontractor until the Lottery has given verbal approval to 

proceed and given an estimate number and initial amount.  Contractor should submit estimate 
within 10 days of initial approval. 

 
8. Contractor is responsible for finalizing and entering into the written Agreement (or Contractor 

Purchase Order) with the subcontractor. 
 
9. All Agreements or Purchase Orders shall include a nondiscrimination clause pursuant to Exhibit B, 

Contract Terms and Conditions, of this contract.

IV. DOING BUSINESS WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA 
 
The following laws apply to persons or entities doing business with the State of California. 
 
A. CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Contractor is aware of the following provisions regarding current or 

former state employees.  If Contractor has any questions on the status of any person rendering 
services or involved with the Agreement, the awarding agency must be contacted immediately for 
clarification.

2. No officer or employee shall contract on his or her own behalf as an independent contractor 

with any state agency to provide goods or services. 
 

Former State Employees: 
 

1. For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer 
or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the negotiations, 
transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making process relevant to 
the contract while employed in any capacity by any state agency. 

 
2. For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state 

officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was employed 
by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject area as the 
proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state service. 

 
3. If Contractor violates any provisions of the above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall 

render this Agreement void.  
 

4. Members of boards and commissions are exempt from this section if they do not receive 
payment other than payment of each meeting of the board or commission, payment for 
preparatory time and payment for per diem.
